Bishop Nicholas Samra was born August 15, 1944 in Patterson, NJ. After completing a B.A. at St. Anselm College in Manchester, 

NH, and a B.D. from St. John’s Seminary in Brighton, MA, he was ordained a priest for the Eparchy of Newton, MA on May 10, 

1970.On April 21, 1989, Bishop Samra appointed Auxiliary Bishop and Protosyncellus of the Eparchy of Newton, and Titular Bishop 

of Gerasa by His Holiness blessed John Paul II. In June, 2011, the Synod of the Melkite Greek Catholic Church nominated him as 

Eparch of Newton to succeed Archbishop Cyril Salim Bustros, and Pope Benedict XVI appointed him to the position on June 15, 

2011. An active speaker and author, Bishop Samra has written extensively on the subjects of ecumenism, Christian leadership and 

stewardship. He has also published a multi-volume history of the Melkite Church and a book on the legacy of Archbishop Joseph 

Tawil. He is the former president of the Eastern Catholic Association of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops.
